Background 
 
In December 2006 Northwards Housing issued 250 Christmas cards on behalf of the 
Board, at a cost to the Organisation of £300. 
 
This year we are recommending that instead of sending cards, the Board makes a 
charitable donation of £300 to the ‘Oxfam Unwrapped’ campaign, in order to improve the 
lives of people in the Third World. 
 
The Oxfam Unwrapped campaign helps to make a difference to the lives of those people 
living in extreme poverty, and below are some examples of what just £300 would buy: 
 

• 15 water filters – Helping communities to access clean and safe water 
 

• 2 water tanks – Helping Oxfam to provide safe, clean drinking water in those parts 
of the world others cannot reach. 

 
• 12 Goats – Providers of fertiliser and milk to drink and sell, as well as providing 

nomadic communities with a mobile source of income. 
 

• 10 school desk and chair sets - Helping communities to establish school rooms. 
 

• Give reading classes to 42 adults – Giving adults the chance to learn to read, and 
promoting the importance of learning to read.
